· All reference titles, when they appear in the reference list, are written in sentence case. Capitalise only proper names, the first word of the title, and the words following hyphens or semi-colons.
· References with the same first author and different second or third authors are arranged alphabetically by the surname of the second author (or if the second author is the same, the third, and so on).
· ‘Reference Twins’ – papers written by the same author(s) and in the same year – are arranged alphabetically by their title.
